IV. New Business: 
1. School Financial Plan Update:

· There is a spreadsheet being worked on that compares this year to last year’s plans. Moved a teacher from Title 1 to WSF funding in order to cut that position. Next year, that teacher position will go back to Title 1. There is a second cut because a tenured teacher is returning to Jefferson. So two teachers will not be returning as well as the VP position (due to staffing survey).
· District is handing over SpED teachers and EA’s to the schools. PPT’s will still be funded. There will be cuts to EA’s and SpED teachers, as well as a meeting to inform all what is coming down from the DOE, not the school. The next five years will have no cuts. 
· Principal Zakahi has requested $65,000 from the CAS for another teacher position.
· ART committee met today. They will try to explain the need for these cuts and rationalize the need for positions and position cuts.
2. Evaluate SCC Community Meeting & Bingo Night October 25, 2019

· Substance: A rolling slide show for AC/FIN played. Positive feedback received from event. Every child went home with a prize.
